From July 16% to July 31+, the Government of Montenegro
held two ordinary sessions.

At the session held on July 2274, which was chaired by Prime
Minister Mr. Milo Pukanovi¢, the Government of Montenegro
approved, i.e. adopted:

1. Proposal Law on Amendments and Supplements to the Law
on General Administrative Procedure,

2. Proposal Law on Amendments and Supplements to the Law
on National Security Agency,

3. Decision on the Network of Health Institutions of Montene-
gro, and

4. Regulations on the Criteria for Identifying the Beneficiaries
and the Method of Distributing a Part of Income from Lot-
tery.

The proposed amendments to the Law on General Admin-
istrative Procedure ensure the conformity of the Law with the
contemporary standards on which the Common European Ad-
ministrative Procedure relies. The new legal solutions strengthen
the principle of effectiveness and cost-effectiveness in the admin-
istrative procedure by introducing the single contact and coor-
dination point for citizens and administrative authorities, and
shorten deadlines of and simplify the very procedure if several
authorities are involved in their solving. The establishment of
the new positive function procedure is proposed thereby as well,
when it is provided for by a separate law — which means that it
shall be considered that a request is approved if the authority in
charge has not made a decision upon a correct request within
the prescribed deadline.

The Government approved also the Proposal Law on
Amendments and Supplements to the Law on National Se-
curity Agency. The proposed amendments bring the Law in
conformity with certain fundamental laws’ parts governing the
scope and method of National Security Agency’s operation. In
addition, the lessons learned during the five-year enforcement of
the Law on National Security Agency has shown the need to
amend, i.e. supplement, certain solutions in order to improve the
legal framework relevant to the field of national security interests
protection, which offers legislative premises for a better treat-
ment of contemporary security threats and challenges at national,
regional and a broader level. The Government has concluded
that the said amendments ensured the respect for human rights
and freedoms as established under the Constitution of Montene-
gro and the European Convention for the Protection of Human
Rights and Fundamental Freedoms and, simultaneously, consti-
tuted a balance between the respect for human rights of individ-
uals and the rights of democratic society to protect the national
security interests.

The Government of Montenegro approved the Proposal
Law on the Ombudsman of Montenegro. According to the
Constitution of Montenegro, the new Law establishes the na-
tional mechanism for the prevention of torture and protection
against all forms of discrimination. The proposed solutions ac-
cepted the standards prescribed under the Paris Principles and
the Venice Commission Recommendations, and particularly the
key criterions that are to provide the Ombudsman Institution
with autonomy, independence from the Government, pluralism,
abroad mandate based on the universal human rights principles,
an adequate power for examination, and appropriate resources.

Starting from the interests of the State to preserve and affirm
the role and importance of the Petrovi¢ Njegos§ Dynasty to na-
tional, social and cultural development of Montenegro, as well
as an exceptional value of the historical and cultural heritage and
tradition, the Government approved the Proposal Law on the
Status of the Descendants of the Petrovi¢ Njego$ Dynasty.
In line with the contemporary social relations, this Law estab-
lishes their status and role in the preserving and affirming the Dy-
nasty tradition.

For the purpose of improving financial status of municipali-
ties, the Government approved also the Proposal Laws on
Amendments and Supplements to the Law on Financing
Local Self-Government and on Real Property Tax respec-
tively. The amended legal solutions shall ensure, via an increase
in the municipal revenues and a better fiscal discipline, the long-
term financial sources stability and regular servicing of legally
prescribed liabilities to municipalities. In addition, it was pro-
posed to abolish the tax levies that had had an insignificant net
effect on municipal revenues, releasing thereby the private sector
from fiscal burden and improving additionally the business en-
vironment of local self-government.

WOMEN AND GOVERNMENTS

Since the establishment of the first Government of the
People’s Republic of Montenegro in April 1945, not a single
woman has been its leader. As of 1953, the official name of the
Government was Executive Council, and ministers had the ti-
tles of the Republic Secretaries. That function was performed
by Mrs. Vukosava Mi¢unovi¢ and Mrs. Olga Perovic.

Mrs. Ana Misurovi¢ was appointed the Minister of En-
vironmental Protection in 1994, whereas Mrs. Branislava
Lijesevi¢ was appointed the Minister of Culture in 1997
and Mrs. Slavica Milaci¢ was appointed the Minister of For-
eign Economic Relations and the European Integrations in
2002. The latter function was performed by Dr Gordana
Durovié as of 2004. Dr Vesna Kilibarda was the Minister
of Culture from 2002 to 2006.

The only women in the Government of Montenegro is
Dr Gordana Durovi¢, the Minister for European Integra-
tions (since June 10, 2009). She used to be the Deputy
Prime Minister for the European Integrations from Novem-
ber 2006 to June 2009.
